Rules and conditions of entry: 

1. The Competition is open to all Primary School aged pupils across Angus 
2. If the number of entries permit we will aim to have 2 categories S1-3 and S4-6 otherwise we will hold 1 open 

secondary category for all. 
3. Entrants may only submit one piece of art into the competition each 
4. There will be a prize for the best 50-word description of the individual’s art work, these must be in the 

individual’s own words. 
5. All entries are to be submitted to angusartcomp@gwct.org.uk by 23rd December 2020.  As a last resort, 

if you are not able to email your entries please post to GWCT Art Competition, Unit 95, Perth Airport, Scone, 
Perthshire, PH2 6PL but please clearly mark the envelope as ‘Angus Art Competition’

7. Each entry must be accompanied by the artists name, age category and school name along with a 
contact address/telephone number. 

8. The entries will be judged by a panel of judges. One overall winner, one runner-up and commended entries 
from each category will be chosen from which an overall winner will be selected 

9. A participant can only win the overall prize once in each competition (Primary and Secondary), they are 
welcome to enter and win individual prizes multiple times.   

10. The judges’ decision is final 
11. All winners, runners-up and commended entries will receive a certificate, art equipment and other prizes, the 

overall winner will also claim a private half day photography workshop with local photographer Garry 
Maclennan who will take the winner and a parent /guardian up the hill in his car to look at and photograph the 
scenery and wildlife. 

• No alternative prizes available 
• The photography session will be arranged on a mutual date to suit all parties 
• The winner’s art work may also be used in GWCT publications, website, and on merchandise which 

may be sold in aid of GWCT 
• All entries will be the property of GWCT and may be used for their own promotional purposes 

12. Press photographers will be invited to all events, if the young person’s image is not to be publicised please let 
GWCT know. 

13. Depending on the Covid-19 situation we do hope to host a prize giving event but details will be confirmed in 
the New Year, if we are able to host an event it will be at the Brechin Castle Garden Centre.  Parents, and 
teachers all invited.  Numbers of attendees to be confirmed to GWCT prior to the evening 

We hope to have an exhibition of a selection of the entries will be on public display after the event, details to be 
published in the New Year.
